Our Christian school Seniors and adults from our sending church came
to visit. It was great to spend some time with them. The adults that came have
been close friends and avid supporters of our ministry and they got to witness
first-hand what the Lord is doing with their investment all these years. One of
my childhood friends, Rathana, also came to be a blessing to our family and
help train several of our men in the area of woodworking.
