Fire in Tai Po District  
 
On Wednesday, 26th November, we were walking back 
home from the market with our groceries, when we 
noticed huge plumes of smoke in the distance. Just a few 
minutes before, a fire had begun in a housing estate 
that is a 15-minute walk from Liberty Baptist 
Church. This fire spread rapidly throughout seven of the 
eight buildings in that estate and burned uncontrolled for 
over 24 hours. Many lives were lost and thousands were 
displaced with nothing but a few hastily grabbed items, 
if even that. It was a stark reminder of the brevity of life 
and how, despite all of our careful planning, it can be 
gone in moments. Please pray that we can minister to those that have suffered through this 
ordeal, that their hearts would be all the more open to Christ, and to see this as another 
chance to receive Him.
