Several of you donated in a very special way to make the camp possible, and we thank you for that. 

Some of the important things you provided were a septic system, storage container, tables, and other 

equipment. 

We were blessed with the help of a New Testament Church Pioneers group from Crown College that 

was with us for four weeks. They helped us with our vacation Bible school, evangelistic meeting, and 

two weeks of camp. We also had three other young men interning with us this summer who were a 

great help. We praise the Lord for the help we had from these young people. What was accomplished 

through their efforts is immeasurable. We pray that some of them may return to Italy as missionaries in 

the future. 

 

In June we were contacted by a lady who wanted us to talk with her 20-year-old son about baptism. He 

had recently become disillusioned with the idea of his infant baptism saying it meant nothing since he 

was not conscious of spiritual things at the time. He had been studying the Bible on his own before he 

met us and had already placed his faith in Christ, and had prayed that God would lead him to a church 

that taught the Bible. A mutual friend put him in touch with us. He was baptized in July and is growing 

quickly. Please help us pray for the rest of his family to be saved. 

 

We held our Vacation Bible School and Summer Evangelistic meeting together the last week of June. 

That meeting is the highlight of our evangelistic outreach every year. The meeting and VBS were both 

a blessing again this year. Several people heard the Gospel preached who had never heard it before. We 

pray that the seeds planted in those days will take root and bear fruit.
