Fellowship Baptist in Perryton, TX. | preached in just a hand full of other churches who
faithfully support us. In one of those, during a missions confer-
ence in Washington state, a professional photographer provided
us with an updated quality photo we will now use in our prayer
letters.

The four months stateside turned out to
be our first medical furlough. We had
all kinds of tests and Doctor’s visits.
Changed some medications and have made lifestyle changes
based on the results. Now we have returned to Peru with a
