March is always a busy month for us with travel. It is usually our first full month back in the States after being in Thailand. 
This year was no exception. We had meetings in Missouri, Arkansas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Georgia, and Alabama. 

Containers 44 and 45 both arrived at our distribution center in Bangkok on the same day, even though they were loaded 
six weeks apart. Logistical issues are worse now than during the pandemic. Tan and the team in Thailand did an excellent 
job getting the Scriptures unloaded. Within days, they were loading trucks and getting regional distribution centers and 
churches restocked with tracks and John & Romans. He also worked to get a shipment of Bibles sent to a neighboring 
creative access nation for distribution there.

Toward the end of the month, Bro. Tan Juntasung came for his first ever trip to the United States. I introduced him to 
Cracker Barrel as soon as he got off the plane. He and I were able to be in a special missions’ emphasis service in Georgia. 
He did great considering he was just in the country for a little over 24 hours. 

In Alabama we held our first ever Gulf Coast Regional BEST Missions Bible Conference. Bible Baptist Church in Spanish 
Fort was our host. Pastor Ullo and the folks there did a phenomenal job with the conference! We had several area pastors 
learn more about the work of BEST Missions. 

In February, our pastor was able to be in a Pastors conference in Florida. He was able to introduce those men to the work 
of BEST Missions and talk about the need of Scriptures in Southeast Asia. Between these two conferences, we were blessed 
with a sizable number of donations for Scriptures.
