 This past month, we were able to assist the Beauford family in their charter service of the 

Kilembe Independent Baptist Church located only about twenty minutes up the mountain from 

our home. What a blessing it was to see their founding members gather to officially organize as a 

local church! This experience has given us even more anticipation for the future that God has 

planned for us in Fort Portal! 

 Additionally, at the end of the month, we returned to Kampala to attend our BIMU Field 

Conference where eighteen different family units gathered for a time of fellowship, rest, and 

preaching. This year, we had the privilege to hear from our field director, Bro. Eric Bohman, and 

a guest speaker, Pastor Scott Hanks. Having had the opportunity to build friendships with many 

of the missionary families here in Uganda over the past year, we enjoyed the time together.  

 We are beginning to get involved in the Kasese Independent Baptist Church with 

Missionary Matt Stensaas. Please continue to pray that we would have opportunities to grow and 

learn from this veteran missionary as we seek to serve God among the Batooro people.  

 Please pray for the following for the month of February: 

1. Divine Appointments. This past month, I was able to continue building a relationship 

with our internet technician, Wilfred. He is getting married in April and has invited me to 

the “Budget Meeting” later this month in which some of the city officials will be 

attending.

2. Discipleship Abroad. Since last fall, Abbey has been discipling Ms. Lilian in Abu Dhabi 

via WhatsApp voice messages. Please continue to pray for her growth in the Lord. 

3. More People to Surrender to Worldwide Missions. While the need for more laborers 

in North America is still very great, we also need more laborers to surrender to be used of 

God around the world.
