We went out for a nice meal 
together and reflected on what God has done in our lives and how He has used us thus far. Thank you to all 
those who send Anniversary and Birthday Cards, whether through Email or Snail Mail; we greatly appreciate you 
all. 
 
Hope Bible Baptist Church will be having our first baptismal service and Charter service on the 19th of 
November. We have been holding services for about 16 months and have seen 30 core people unite as God 
builds this church for His glory. We are currently averaging 60 every Sunday. Please continue to pray for the 
growth of those who have received Christ and for the reception of the Gospel by those who have yet to make a 
profession of faith. 
 
Language Acquisition: We recently went back over some material that we went over months back to refresh our 
minds on the different structures of the Chewa/Nyanja language.
