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Dear Pastor and praying friends: 

On October 24th, Zambia celebrated its 61st year of Independence from the United
Kingdom. We gathered with all those who attend Sunrise Baptist, as well as visitors, and
had a traditional Zambian Meal consisting of Nshima (Corn Flour Dough), Relish
(Cabbage and Tomatoes), and Meat (four chickens and 40 pounds of Sausages). We had
250+ in attendance, and a Message on True Freedom in Christ was preached from
Galatians.

Since our last prayer letter, we have been averaging 190 in attendance, with an increase
in the number of adults attending. We had been having about five adults every Sunday,
and that has increased to 14. There is still a variation in the adults' attendance. If all
those who have been coming were to come on the same Sunday, we would have 20 in
attendance. 
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We are now in the hot season, as well as the beginning of the rainy season. It is on
average 96 degrees every day. Then we get a slight reprieve when it rains, after which
the temperature drops for a time before the humidity kicks in, making the heat that
much worse. 

Our Furlough Schedule is almost complete.

Given the way things are lined up on the Calendar, we will not be in the Northwest
during this furlough, except to visit Family. Lord willing, next furlough, we will be able to
come and update in person. In the meantime, we can send you our updated Ministry
video and some updated prayer cards upon request. We still have a few dates available
in CA, the Southeast, and the Midwest.

During furlough, we will be in California, Nevada, Arizona, Texas, Oklahoma, Missouri,
Iowa, Illinois, Wisconsin, Indiana, Ohio, New York, Vermont, New Hampshire, Delaware,
Washington. D.C, Kentucky, Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Florida,
Tennessee, and Louisiana.
